Ingredients: 

125g Butter 

1 cup Caster Sugar 

1 Egg 

2 teaspoons Milk 

1 cup Plain White Flour 

1 1/2 cups Self-raising White Flour 

1 teaspoon Vanilla Essence 

 

Icing sugar, food colouring, and candy decorations 

to decorate. 

Directions: 

1. Cream butter, essence and sugar using an electric mixer. The mixture should be light and fluffy. Beat in egg 

and milk. Sift in flour and stir to combine. 

 

2. Turn out on to a floured surface and knead dough until firm and well combined ball. Cover and refrigerate 

for half an hour. 

 

3. Preheat oven to 180 degrees. Roll out dough on a floured surface until 5mm thick. Use cookie cutter to cut 

out shapes. Place shapes on a oven tray covered with baking paper. Bake for approximately 12 to15 minutes 

until golden brown. Allow to cool before decorating.
